myMix Control Data Transfer
Describes what data is transferred to online devices, and when it is transferred.

Explanation of transfer terms:

Pull: Sync file changes from the device to the plug’s active project area over FTP.

Push: Sync file changes to the device from the plug’s active project area over FTP.

Profile: A file in the myMix’s settings/profiles directory. The profile contains local channel names, local input mode, phantom power, effect settings, EQ settings and information on all known remote channels.
Preferences (myMix): The prefs file in the myMix’s settings directory. The myMix preferences contain unit name, screen brightness, activity timeout, current profile name and UI view type.
Preferences (IEX16): The prefs file in the IEX16’s settings directory. The IEX preferences contain unit name and locked setting, plus input mode, gain and name for each channel, and ADAT setting for each channel bank.
Lock settings: The menulock_mgr file in the myMix’s settings/menulock directory. The myMix lock file contains all settings for locking menu items on the myMix.
Runtime file: The temporary file which contains Master Mute settings for a myMix.

1. Times when data is pushed to a myMix

1.1. Loading a project pushes all data (profiles, preferences, lock settings) to all online myMixes that are in the loaded project.

1.2. Save buttons on mymix-edit-channel-select.php, mymix-edit-mix.php and mymix-edit-profile.php push the edited profile to the myMix.

1.3. Save button on mymix-edit-prefs.php pushes preferences to the myMix.

1.4. Lock buttons on mymix-edit-locks.php push lock settings to the myMix.

1.5. Importing a profile pushes imported profile to the myMix.

1.6. Importing preferences will push the imported preferences to the myMix.

1.7. Importing locks will push the imported lock settings to the myMix.

1.8. Rename profile pushes newly named profile to myMix, pushes preferences if the renamed profile was the current profile, and deletes the previously named profile from the myMix.

1.9. Resetting preferences or locks to default will push default preferences or locks to the myMix.

1.10. Importing “myMix all settings” pushes all imported settings (profiles, preferences and lock settings) to the myMix.
1.11. Creating a new empty profile pushes newly created profile to the myMix.

1.12. Change profile globally button pushes preferences for all online myMixes that have the requested profile.

1.13. Adding a new remote channel from mymix-edit-channel-select.php will push the profile being edited.

1.14. Changing a myMix’s master mute on select-mymix.php will push the runtime file to the myMix.

1.15. Changing the current profile from mymix-detail.php will push the preferences to the myMix.

1.16. Copying a profile from mymix-detail.php will push the new copied profile, and will push the preferences if the original profile was the current profile.

1.17. Deleting a profile will delete the profile from the myMix.

1.18. Changing send mix to network on select-mymix.php pushes the current profile to the myMix.

1.19. Pasting a profile or lock setting on select-mymix.php will push the pasted profile or lock setting to the myMix.

2. Times when data is pulled from a myMix

2.1. Saving a project pulls all settings (profiles, preferences locks, and runtime) from the myMix.

2.2. All profiles, preferences and lock settings are pulled from myMix before displaying mymix-detail.php.

2.3. Lock settings are pulled from the myMix before displaying mymix-edit-locks.php.

2.4. Preferences and the current profile are pulled from the myMix before displaying mymix-edit-prefs.php.

2.5. The profile to be edited is pulled from the myMix before displaying mymix-edit-profile.php.

2.6. Preferences and the profile to be edited are pulled from the myMix before displaying mymix-edit-mix.php or mymix-edit-channel-select.php. Additionally, if the profile to be edited is the current profile, the plug requests the myMix to save the most recent channel list (which is stored in the profile) to be written before pulling the profile. 

2.7. Change profile globally button pulls preferences from all online myMixes.

2.8. Creating a new empty profile pulls preferences from the myMix, requests the myMix to save its most recent channel list to be written to the current profile, and pulls the current profile.

2.9. All settings (profiles, preferences, locks and runtime) are pulled from all online myMixes before displaying mymix-select.php.

3. Times when data is pushed to an IEX16

3.1. Save button on edit-iex16.php will push preferences to the IEX16.

3.2. Loading a project will push preferences to all online IEX16s that are in the loaded project.

3.3. Import button on edit-iex16.php pushes imported preferences to IEX16.

4. Times when data is pulled from an IEX16

4.1. Preferences are pulled from the IEX16 before displaying edit-iex16.php.

4.2. Saving a project will pull preferences from all online IEX16s.
